1911  ONE HUNDRED YEARS AGO………  

Did you know that ……..

Ladies were riding side saddle as simply as that was the way ladies rode. A few were riding astride and Mrs Hayes devotes a chapter in her book noting that these riders were only in the main only walking and trotting in parks and the only advantage she could see was the ability to mount unaided. She concludes saying that it was unwomanly and unenglish. Health and safety was not as it today but riders were certainly beginning to appreciate the new safety designs coming onto the market. In her book she describes the Champion and Wilton safety release stirrup fitting the Hayes safety skirt (not quite an apron as it still needed stepping into rather than just wrapping around.)  She describes how top hats were less popular, most riders preferring the safety bowler because it was easier to maintain and more suitable for ducking under low branches whilst hunting. These were usually worn without a veil and had a neat piece of ribbon attached to a button on the jacket to prevent them being knocked to the ground.

She describes how to cope with motorcars when hacking on roads. She suggests when they approach to pull off and allow the horse to see the evil smelling machines She accounts of the near miss she had one unseen in a cloud of dust. ( No tarmac yet!)
